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SIMPLE IS BETTER 
Fewer elements, larger elements and 
simple arrangements work best to fully 
showcase work. 

 
 

Typography 
Avoid using thin fonts as well as most 
script fonts. The strokes of each character 
are simply too thin to maintain legibility 
over long distances. Use thick heavy fonts 
to maximize readability. The bold option is 
a great way to add weight to your 
wording. 

 

BAD GOOD BEST 
 
 

BRIGHTER IS BETTER 
Keep your colors fully saturated and 
create strong contrasts to create 
eye-popping designs. 

 
 

Try to avoid white backgrounds. Black on 
the other hand is a fantastic canvas for 
your design. Avoid faded overlays or 
gradient color for backgrounds.

To simulate how your design will appear at various distances, just use this guide. This will help you 
evaluate the legibility of your illustrations and size of your brand or logo. 

 
 

HOW TO USE 
Tape your artwork to a wall. Select the distance you 
want to check (e.g. 700’) then hold the guide at an 
arms length and move away until the appropriate 
aperture frames the design on the wall.
